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With	regard	to	the	individual	components	of	Construction	of	Policy	Arguments	that	are	described	on	
the	rubric,	our	proficiency	benchmark	was	set	at	less	than	10%	of	our	students	scoring	“below	
expectations”	on	any	single	trait	assessed.
