Program Learning Outcome Assessment: AY2021 – 2022 
 
A. Summary of Products Assessed: 
In the spring semester 2022, HSC 355 – Bioethics a clinical ethics case analysis was completed. Here students were given 
an ethical scenario and were required to write a two-page report in which they describe the ethical issues at play and 
offer at least two possible resolutions, indicating which they support and why.  
 
The case study consisted of an issue where a mother was diagnosed with cancer, though because she could not speak 
English the diagnosis was relayed to her children. The children decided not to tell their mother, but the physician would 
likely be in an ethical dilemma. The students would need to identify the ethical dimensions from the topical material 
learned in class to ‘solve’ the problem capturing the complexity of the issue. 
 
B. Program Learning Outcomes Assessed: 
PLO 3 - Act ethically and responsibly. 
 
C. Summary of Assessment: 

Instrument: A rubric was developed to assess PLO3 – see below 
Sample characteristics: All products consisted of written products in the form of a case analysis. Products were 
completed by juniors and seniors enrolled in HSC 355 – Bioethics during the spring 2022 semester. 
Data collection & analysis: Fifty-nine products were submitted in spring 2022. Eighteen (~30%) of case studies 
were randomly selected and assessed using the rubrics by six tenure track faculty in the Department of Public 
Health.
