CLINICAL GRADES AND ASSESSMENT 
 

 
Clinical practicum is a progressive activity.  It is expected that a clinician will continue to develop 
new insights and skills.  Therefore, the repetition of the same quality work in subsequent 
semesters will not ensure the same grade.  In accordance with ASHA standards, growth is 
essential. The CALIPSO evaluation standards are structured to reflect this progress.  
 
Each clinician is given two clinical assignments per semester, each of which is graded 
separately and then averaged. General grading guidelines are described below:     
    
A or A- grade: denotes that there is evidence that required skills are developed and consistent, 
and the clinician is being recommended for continuation in the graduate program. 
    
B+ or B grade: denotes that there is evidence that required skills are present or adequate, and
