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Naughty Plays at Xarc Festival

L ast weekend'’s debut of the
second half of the Xarc Fes-
tival, Bill B, featured one of the
naughtiest acts in recent Cal
State Hayward theater memory.
Bill B opened with “The
Actor’s Nightmare,” directed by
Jason Mclnerney. Scott Blake
played a confused actor franti-
cally trying to bluff his way
through plays and lines he knows
nothing about. The best part of
this act was Eric Moore's flam-
boyant portrayal of Henry Irving.
Following “The Actor’s Night-
mare” was “In the Beginning,”
directed by C. Lindsay Cross.
“In the Beginning” adds a
twist to the biblical tale of Adam
and Eve. Eve, played by Tristyn
M. Vasquez, is torn between tell-
ing the public what she believes
it wants to hear about her late
husband Adam, or telling the
truth about how dim witted and
manipulative he really was.
Jeanette Penley was excellent
as Rachel, the pushy documen-
tary filmmaker. Dawn Monique
Williams was perfectly cast as
the mysterious Lillith Clay,
whose strength and honesty in-

fluences the insecure and frag-
ile Eve.

Without a doubt, “Deca-
dence,” directed by Roz Hilton,
stole the show. Before the per-
formance, audience members
were warned of the play’s offen-
sive nature and sexual refer-
ences.

Craig Marker and Lisa
Dokken played Steve and Helen,
a sleazy, foul-mouthed couple
who just happened to be among
the ruling upper class by “virtue
of strangulated vowel tones
rather than any real achieve-
ment.”

Dokken and Marker pranced
around in scandalously revealing
outfits, Dokken wearing more
jewelry than actual clothing.
Vulgar and obscene, the perfor-
mance was sprinkled liberally
with the F-word throughout.

“It was hard,” said Dokken of
the fact that her mother was in
the audience, “but my mom re-
spects me as an adult and real-
izes it's just acting. These char-
acters are offensive, and that
was the point.”

Dokken realized that once she
got on stage, she forgot entirely
about her mother's presence.

On the notion that she may
have attracted a fan base of drool-
ing males, Dokken laughed and
replied, “Most of the guys who
come to the theater are gay any-
way, so I didn't really have any
creepy encounters.”

However, she noted a picture
of herself and Marker in sleazy
costume was recently stolen from
the theater bulletin board.

Dokken took on the role of
Helen after “my roommate Roz
was directing and asked me to be
in it. It sounded interesting and
challenging, and I was looking for
aroleI'd have to push myself for.”

“It was weird because I
wasn't even very aware of not
having clothes on,” she said of
the embarrassingly sheer slip she
wore over leopard print panties
and garters. “It was more about
how disgusting the characters
were and not what they were ac-
tually wearing.”

Hilton chose to direct the play
after seeing it at the Edinburgh
Festival last year.

“I thought it was amazing,”
she said. “It made people uncom-
fortable, and we liked to watch
the audience cringe.”
